Recreation Ground, Football Pitch and Sports & Community Centre Management

The Recreation Ground (the Rec) and the Sports & Community Centre (the Pavilion) are owned by a Trust which in its turn is effectively owned by Charlwood Parish Council.

The pitch is managed and maintained by CPC through employees and recognised contractors. The Groundsman is Nick Speakman who looks after the day to day maintenance of the pitch and Recreation Ground including mowing. The Caretaker for the Sports & Community Centre is Nick’s wife Davina. The Booking Clerk, with whom all bookings for both the pitch and Sports & Community Centre facilities are made, is Sandy Bowling.

The administration of all three roles, the negotiation and management of outside contractors and the financial administration of the Parish Council is carried out by the Clerk, Trevor Haylett.

Fixtures
All fixture information should sent in the first instance to the Booking Clerk and copied to the Clerk and the Groundsman. Any amendments including cancellations should also be copied to these three.

Fixtures include friendly matches and any organised games to be played on the Rec. An organised match should be considered as one which is pre-arranged between any groups of people irrespective of which part of the Rec it is played on or who the players are.

Condition of the pitch
In times of poor weather conditions the Groundsman will determine whether the pitch, or any other part of the Rec, is suitable for a match to go ahead.  Whilst he will consult with the teams involved if he declares the pitch or other parts of the Rec unsuitable that decision is final. No other officer or member of the Council has the authority to over-rule that decision. No member of the user groups
has authority to over-rule that decision.

If Users have concern over the condition of the pitch, defects to equipment or unserviceable items in the Sports & Community Centre including the storage areas then they should notify both the Clerk and the Groundsman as soon as possible.  Unless rectification is a matter of immediate safety then no action should be taken by Users, or arrangements made with any third party, for repair or rectification of a fault. 

The Council has in place agreements with professional qualified contractors to attend to rectification. 

If any financial contribution to repairs or rectifications is agreed between Users and the Council, payment  will only be expected against an invoice.
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
