Charlwood Parish Council objects to this application as overdevelopment of the Green Belt. The Parish Council recognises the comments of the neigbours and in particular the risk of induced flooding and waterlogging, as has been seen at other nearby locations following new building work, along with an increase in traffic (including at new times) and noise. The plot has a narrow driveway unsuitable for two way estate traffic and the land to the rear poses a concern as if this were to also be developed, the next door neighbour would be surrounded. No trees are mentioned in the application cover document yet are confirmed to be present and important by neighbours and high ecological value mature oaks are recorded in the bat survey. The area of dense scrub is also likely to be a highly valuable wildlife habitat but it’s protection is not commented on. 
Bat Survey: a walkover and desk study is inadequate for such a location. The equestrian/farm buildings and sheds were written off as potential roosting or nesting sites and therefore not surveyed, yet such buildings typically do house bats. The report omits to mention the historic woodland located across the road to the site, which provides excellent bat habitat, the likelihood of bat nests or roosts is therefore even higher. The Parish Council request a full survey be performed for the full area. There is likely to be an impact on bats due to the increase in light levels that would be experienced if the application were to go ahead. Scrub is a valuable habitat and it’s removal should be avoided. There is a lack of secure cycle storage contained in the plans.
If permission is granted, the buildings should be completed to BREEAM excellent of Passivhause standards and a post-construction lighting scheme should be implemented to prevent disturbance to existing commuting lines used by the local bat population.

Charlwood Parish Council objects to this application on the grounds of overdevelopment of the Green Belt and creep of development harming the openness of the Green Belt. The footprint of the proposed buildings are significantly larger than the existing footprint and similar such builds already seem to be inducing waterlogging in neighbouring homes as the Weald Clay is incapable of managing the increased rainwater. This does not appear to be ‘sustainable’ as the applicant has offered the land at the back of the property for the building of tens of houses under the MVDC local plan.  The Parish Council struggles to understand the justification of increased roof height to take advantage of southern and western views, as this land is proposed to be transformed in to a housing estate. The land is currently being used for airport car parking – is there planning permission in place for this activity?
Access from the property on to the Reigate Road is immediately before a very busy and very fast roundabout. This location cannot take additional traffic. With regard to housing need, this is again impossible for the Parish Council to understand, when the applicant has submitted further land for building purposes for the MVDC Local Plan. This plan currently proposes 563 new homes in this immediate area, therefore the claim that this housing is ‘needed’ is entirely unjustified.
The proposed cycle storage area is misleading and wholly inadequate. The total space is significantly smaller than the adjacent single garage yet is imaged as parking for 7 cycles. This does not take into consideration adapted cycles, trailers or adult tricycles. 

If permission is granted, the buildings should be completed to BREEAM excellent of Passivhause standards.
